The car park has been under discussion for several months now. As I said in the last newsletter, we would not like to do the carpeting in bits. So we referred the whole process back to the consulting engineers to give an estimate for the entire works.

The total estimate came Kshs.3,118,500/- plus VAT. The tendering process will be very transparent, all details will be on the notice board and contractors will be invited to an open tender.

A notice for the Special General Meeting to seek fresh approval for the car park works will be on the board in due course.

Financing- 50% of the financing will be done through our Capex funds and the other 50% will be by way of fundraising.

Fundraising- When the project is complete we will have a total of 125 parking slots.

As a way of raising funds, out of these slots we will offer 35 slots to members who would wish to have a dedicated parking for themselves at a cost of Kshs.50,000/- for a period of 5 years, renewable if the Club wishes to generate future income from these parking slots.

The renewal fee will be decided by the management committee of the day at that time. Those members who wish to have their organisations pay on their behalf and use the slot as a way of advertising will be allowed, subject to managements’ approval on the size of the advert, which will be a standard size for everybody.

We already have a number of members who are keen and have shown interest in acquiring a parking slot. Details on the modalities will be on the notice board.

However, if you are interested, please advise the Club Manager. Because of the limited number, availability will be on first come basis!!
