DEFAULTMENT

NOTE:  The reinstatement of Credit Facility after being put on cash basis will then be 

solely at the discretion of the Finance and Admin Sub-Committee based on individual 

appeals.  This will not depend on whether outstanding amounts were cleared before 

default or even if any existing deposits were in place.  Deposits will be utilised to offset 

any amounts defaulted.
