SAILING AT MOMBASA YACHT CLUB

Mombasa Yacht Club wishes to encourage young sailors at the Club.   They have encouraged youth dinghy sailing to operate from the Club in Toppers, and 420s and although they are kept at Mombasa Yacht Club, they are held and operated by a Trust.   You may be aware that boats are expensive pieces of equipment requiring a lot of care to be taken of them, but even so it will be necessary to re-new and replace items as time goes on.    To this end there is a fee of Kshs.2,500 per term for the use of the Trust boats which for at least 10 Saturday morning sessions, but usually there are many more.    If you are an occasional sailor, with prior arrangement you can pay KSh300 per session.   As a reciprocating Member you are able to enjoy the Club's facilities including the pool and changing rooms and are free to enjoy the facilities at all times and of course the Yacht Club is a good meeting place in the holidays.  It is important to realize sailing can be a dangerous sport and the boats can only be used under supervision on Saturday mornings, but given a good basic training you can then race with the Club on Wednesdays and Sundays, all for the same fee.

Requirements for sailing

1. An ability to swim 100 metres unaided.

2. An ability to listen and carry out simple instructions quickly and willingly, without question.   The questions can come later, but it is important to act as instructed and ask later.

3. An old pair of trainers or canvas shoes [absolutely essential], old shorts and t-shirt.   You must NEVER go afloat without having a buoyancy aid fitted securely or without a rescue boat ready to go.   If you do not have your own buoyancy aid, this will be loaned to you initially, but if sailing is pursued as a hobby then your own personal buoyancy aid is required.
